BRANDON GARABRANT MEMORIAL EQUITATION CLASSIC 
This class was created in honor of fallen US Marine CPL Brandon Garabrant, who was killed in the line
of duty in Afghanistan on June 20, 2014. He was 19 years old. Brandon was a member of the
Touchstone Farm staff and an active part of his community.

A scholarship fund has been created and the proceeds from our BRANDON GARABRANT MEMORIAL 
EQUITATION CLASSIC are to donated to Peterborough Fire Association by Touchstone Farm  in 
Brandon’s honor. 

How it works: This class will be held at ALL FOUR Touchstone Farm horse shows this year. Ribbons
will be awarded for 1-6 place at each show. At the fall fuzzy show, the rider who has accumulated the
MOST points in the class for all four shows will win the perpetual trophy, saddle pad, and title of
Champion. Trophy will be engraved with the winner’s name and passed on to each year’s winner. The
class will be run in respective fence heights for different riders’ divisions. For example, those who show
in the 18” equitation/hunter divisions will compete over 18”, those who compete in 2’3” will show over
2’3”, etc. Riders will compete at the MAXIMUM fence height at which they compete. All riders,
regardless of fence height, are scored numerically (scores to be announced) and the class is pinned as
one.
The top 25% of the class WILL be called back for a flat test, which could include riding without stirrups.

Open Leadline Division 
Open to riders ages 10 and under, and 
horses/ponies of any discipline. To be judged 
at the walk and trot/jog.  Trail class will 
consist of simple obstacles.  Division 
Champion and Reserve Champion to be 
awarded. May not cross enter into any other 
division. 
Open Walk Trot under 15/over 15 Divisions
Open to riders/horses of any discipline. To be 
judged at the walk and trot/jog.  Trail class 
will consist of simple obstacles.  Division 
Champion and Reserve Champion to be 
awarded.  Horse/Rider COMBINATIONS may 
cross enter only into the Green Horse 
Division, but no other classes requiring horses 
to canter/lope. 

Open GREEN HORSE Division 
Open to horses of any discipline in their FIRST 
or SECOND season of showing.  To be judged at 
the walk, trot/jog, and canter/lope. No more 
than 2 horses to canter at the same time.  
Division Champion and Reserve Champion to 
be awarded. 
Open Junior Equitation and Open Adult 
Equitation 
Open to riders of any discipline.  To be judged 
at the walk, trot/jog, and canter/lope
Baby Green Hunter Division 
Open to horses and ponies in their FIRST or 
SECOND season of showing. To be judged at 
the walk, trot and canter. Poles/Cross rail 
classes will consist of a simple course of 
poles/cross rails with one change of direction. 
Hunter Pleasure
To be judged at the walk, trot, and canter. 

Rules & Regulations:
1. Proof of a current and negative Coggins test within the last 12 months.
2. The show management reserves the right to vary the list of show officials and classes at its 

discretion.
3. All “Open” classes are open to all horses and riders with no restrictions. NHHJA and Downeast

rules apply to medal classes.
4. Jumper classes shall be run in accordance with USEF/NEHC Jumper Class rules.
5. Champion and Reserve Champion to be awarded in all Open Hunter Divisions.
6. ASTM approved helmets are required on anyone who is mounted.
7. All dogs must be LEASHED at ALL times.
8. Unjudged warm-up rounds will be: $10 per horse. Ring 1 warm-up will run from 7:30-8:45am, 

Fences 2’3”
9. Entry Fees: $15/class; $20/medal class
10. A post entry fee of $12 per horse will be charged unless entries are received by Friday May 20th, 

2016 with payment information enclosed.
